Must Register All Chemicals
A European Union

Registration Not Yet Required

A Middle East, generally

Must Register Hazardous Chemicals
A Thailand
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Registration Overview

A Food, drug, biocide, explosive, etc.

(covered by a different law)
A Naturally occurring
A Articles
A Impurities/by-products
A Research & development
A Polymers (sometimes)

A Polymers

A Non-hazardous
A Low risk

A Low volume

A High volume
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Common Exemptions and Exclusions

A Purify only with water
A May be considered "on the inventory" (e.g., TSCA)

A No change in composition during end use
A Fluids and particles are NOT articles
A Chemicals contained in articles, not ever released

A Components must comply with inventory requirement or exemption
A May apply to glass, cement, alloys (e.g., China)
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Common Exemptions and Exclusions

A Reaction that occurs during end use (e.g., exposure to air, curing resin)

A Recordkeeping requirement, cannot be sold to customers. Could be lab research, PPORD (EU).
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
